| quit going to church after almost 40 years due to the lack of reverence that has permeated the
church today. Reading this book made me realize that yes, a lot of this is due to the feminization of
the church, either intentionally or subconsciously.

The author correctly identifies these problems and the gender gap that exists in
Protestant and non-denominational churches. | couldn’t agree more that men must check their
manhood at the door if they are to fully engulf themselves in this kind of environment.Where | think
the author misses the mark though is in his so-called solutions to the problem. His constant
references to Rick Warren and Bill Hybels, and their associated churches, made me wonder if his
goal is to teach us how to build a mega-church, and that can’t happen without more men, so we
need to get ’em in any way we can. That seemed to be verified when he suggested that we need to
cater to what men want, rather than what God wants. More technology during the service (so it
looks like a man cave?), the occasional card trick from the pulpit, motorcycles roaring into the
sanctuary, holding the service outdoors. Um....no. This book did not really focus on manly worship,

but rather manly activities he’d like to see in church so as to attract men.
