although not in great detail. it is definitely written from an evangelical point of view - that is, the

inspiration and inerrancy of the bible is at the foundation of all interpretation (contrast this with the

new jerome commentary which is purely historical-critical). nonetheless, this work is the product of

sound scholarship and the work of men with expansive knowledge and insight. this is ideal for

sunday school classes and personal study; it might be a little thin for use in theology classes.

This commentary has explained alot for me. I really enjoy reading and studying the Bible. I read the

Bible, footnotes and then this commentary. I then write down what I feel God is teaching me through

all of it verse by verse. This commentary is easy to understand and gives Bible verses for cross

references and even suggests other books for further reading.
