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This book will help you understand the redemptive story of the Old Testament through six major

periods: Creation, Abraham, Sinai, Kings, Exile and Temple, with the first letter of each heading

making up the word CASKET. This acronym will enable you to memorize the storyline of the Old

Testament and place key events, people and biblical books in their correct time period. The author

takes you through each period step by step, explaining the major covenants and highlighting the

most important people, events, and biblical themes. As you become familiar with storyline of the Old

Testament you will learn that Godâ€™s redemptive plan is climactically fulfilled in the New

Testament with the coming Messiah. The acronym for the entire Bible is CASKET EMPTY,

therefore, which points to the empty tomb of Jesus as the beginning of Godâ€™s new creation, the

assurance that death has been defeated, and the guarantee of our resurrection yet to come.

Through the acronym CASKET EMPTY you will have a framework for remembering the entire

sweep of the Bible with the person and work of Christ at the center.
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Then this is a must read. While covering a large and somewhat complex topic (the Old Testament),

Kaminski's book is highly readable and, more importantly, it sucks you into the story of God. Have

you ever wondered why it seems that the God of the Old Testament is different from the God of the

New Testament? Have you found portions of the Old Testament that just didn't seem to make

sense? Have you wondered, as a Christian, if you even need to care about the Old Testament?

Empty, and I can honestly tell you that my life was changed. Now, instead of the Old Testament

being a puzzle that I'll never figure out, it is a source of life and joy for my faith!
